They met in such a narrow
path; it had no other option except to kill him. Those elephants that came here and
destroyed Marenl’s house (the Maren referred to here, is a different Maren than the
one killed in Kapikadu) — coming on the house from all four corners — this group
(kotta) is bad budi elephants.

October 22 2003, evening time at Sangaren’s house, before dinner. About half an hour ago I was
sitting with Rajan going over and making corrections to the first tranch of simple phrases in the
Nayaka language that I had entered into my computerized dictionary sheets. Sangaren came in and
expressed interest in what we were doing and then, slightly amused slightly curious, he asked me to
read out loud the phrases written on the sheets. Gladly, I started to read some of the phrases:

. Nan biscuit tindyane = | am eating a biscuit.

. Nan sudu-near kurdtindyane = 1 am drinking hot-water.

. Maley bantu = Rain is coming.

. Nana(ge) gottu = | understand.

. Nana(ge) gottu kane = I do not understand.

. Nina(ge) mane h(y)eala? = Where is your house?

. Nan Nayaka-basha kallieke = 1 want to learn Nayaka language.

. Nayaka-basha Kalpade Kasta = It is difficult to learn Nayaka language.
. nin tindeva? = Do you want to eat?

. Nan kadaige oppade =1 am going to the shop.

After little more than dozen phrases Sangaren stopped me and in a raised tone told us: “I don’t
understand this. This is a fapu (in this context: a wrong way to be doing something), no? I cannot
understand how these phrases join with each other! It is better to make it like this: ‘come, sit down on
the mat with me’. The next thing should be ‘where is your house?” And then you say: ‘I live on the
other side’, and then ‘how many families live there?’ It should come in this way, then only it would
be right”. *
